One of our favorite hymns comes
from this verse, and we’ll sing it
on Sunday. Isaiah here’s God
asking who will follow God'’s call
and offers himself as one who
will. Isaiah may not know exactly
what he is getting himself into
but he knows that the God who
is calling him is seeking the
redemption of his people. The
thing that we can often miss
when singing this beautiful song
is that the people Isaiah is sent
to won'’t listen.

The first thing God tells Isaiah is
that the people are listening but
they don’t care to get it. They are
not listening for the truth, they
are not looking for that which
will heal them, they are not
desiring what will deliver true
goodness. The people are
listening for what they want to
hear, looking for signs that they
are already ok, they desire
goodness but only on their own
terms.

There are two big takeaways in
this. First, are we listening to
others in a receptive way? More
often than not we are listening
much like the listeners in Isaiah,
closed off to anything that isn’t
what we want. Second, when we
answer God’s call to help people
it doesn’t mean we will be well
received. If we can stay open to
both of these things we will still
be a part of the work for God’s
justice: willing to be changed
when we hear the word of God;
and willing to plant the seeds of
justice even when they may not
be easily received.
